Class Description:  
GSE Geometry is the second course, following successful completion of GSE Algebra I, in the sequence of secondary mathematics courses designed to provide students with a rigorous program of study in mathematics to ensure they are college and career ready. The GSE Geometry Support course offers additional assistance and alternate class time that provisionally accommodate the concepts taught in GSE Geometry. 
Units of study include polygonal similarity, triangle congruence, and fundamentals of geometric proofs; properties of polygons and coordinate geometry; right triangles and right triangular trigonometry; properties of circles, area and volume of circles and spheres; imaginary numbers; quadratic functions; and applications of probability and statistical inferences. Throughout the course, students will engage in a wide variety of problem solving situations, reason mathematically, communicate mathematically, and make connections between mathematics and its representation of the real world.
This course requires students to be graded by standards on the following topics:
